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Joint degrees

There are established, named joint
degrees in the subject area sections

of this prospectus, covering business
studies, English, languages, law and
social and political sciences. Some
degrees, such as those in languages and
international business, include study in
the Far East and South America. Other
combinations of joint and major/minor
degrees may be possible. One such
example is the Study Abroad programme
that allows a student or graduate from
any country outside the UK to study
alongside British students for a semester
or full academic year (see p20).

Professionally
accredited awards

Courses in all core disciplines are
accredited by professional bodies to
allow exemption from exams following
graduation, or to certify that the

standards required for professional
practice have been met. The criteria of
the different bodies change from time
to time, and if the University can give
prior notification before the start of the
academic year, you will be advised of
changes that may affect your course.
However, the University cannot
undertake to ensure that professional
accreditation will be maintained for
any specific course.

Certificate or Diploma
of Higher Education

If your circumstances change and you
need to leave the University early you
may be able to obtain an intermediate
award, such as a Certificate or Diploma
of Higher Education. You may also be
able to transfer these credits to another
university, subject to their suitability. If
you begin studying fulltime but want to
continue parttime on the same course,



you do not lose the credits you have
already accumulated. You carry these
credits with you and can still gain the
qualification for which you are registered.

Continuing your professional
development

Westminster has an exceptional range

of flexible study routes that allow you

to pursue a programme of continuous
professional development at a pace to
suit you. We also provide courses leading
to professional accreditation at Certificate
and Diploma levels (lasting one or two
years parttime) across a range of subject
areas. Details of the courses can be found
in the relevant subject sections.

Short courses and individual
modules

You can take some modules as
independent short courses, and there
is also a well-developed accredited
programme designed to enable you

to update your skills. In addition, our
continuing professional development
scheme encompasses biosciences,

the built environment, business

and management, community and
collaborative practice, complementary
therapies, computing, electronics,
language classes from beginner to
advanced, social and behavioural
sciences and the Liberal Arts
Summer School.

Programmes for employers

Some companies and organisations
support their employees as students on
university courses, where these lead to
qualifications that are relevant to their
job.

In some
cases, short courses may be provided
in a tailored format as an in-company
corporate programme.

Learning links

Westminster is actively engaged with
UK and EU schools and colleges

to develop educational links and
partnerships with the University. Our
educational development programme
includes talks, academic master classes
and FE/HE workshops, HE progression
days, study skills short courses, mature
student preparation for HE programmes
and University students who work as
ambassadors to schools and colleges.
Students receive training before they go
into schools and while they are involved
in the project.

Mature students without formal
qualifications

Admissions process

Your application will be assessed initially
on the information you enter on your
application form and the content of your
educational reference, so it's important
that you complete the form carefully,
making sure it is both accurate and
legible.

Interviews
