Payment of your deposit may be made by any of the following methods. These are listed in order of preference having regard to security and speed of processing:
1. Bank transfer directly to our bank account, the details of which are below. Please remember to quote both your registration number and your name with the remittance. This is very important for us to be able to identify your payment.
2. Credit or debit card by written authority. Please complete in full the credit/debit card payment authority below/attached and return it to us either by fax, post or courier.
3. Bankers draft made payable to “University of Westminster”.
4. Cheque drawn on a United Kingdom bank account. Please ensure the cheque is payable to “University of Westminster”, crossed and sent to us at the address given.
Please allow up to three or four weeks after payment of your deposit for receipt of your visa letter, depending on the chosen method of payment.
