· We do not consider applications from students who have already begun a course of study at the University.

· The deadline for sending in your application for scholarships for the September entry is the 31st of May of the same year.

· The deadline for sending in your application for scholarships for the February entry is the 1st of November of the previous year.

· The application must be typed and if not then reasons for being unable to do so given.

· The scholarships procedure is separate from Admissions. Therefore, please make sure that you send in a separate application to the scholarships department accompanied with:
